*NOTES ON ADAGIO in G MINOR

It was supposedly based on a fragment of a second-movement continuo from a "Sonata
in G minor" by Tomaso Albinoni, purportedly found among the ruins of the old Saxon
State Library, Dresden, after it was firebombed by the Allies during World War I, but
since Remo Giazotto's death in 1998, it has emerged that no such fragment has been
found or recorded to have been in possession by the Saxon State Library, and it is
presumed the piece is entirely his own composition.

THE NEW ENGLAND YOUTH CHAMBER ENSEMBLE is a youth orchestra made up of
about thirty young people from the age of ten, through college-age. The orchestra is
based at Thayer Conservatory in Lancaster, Massachusetts at Atlantic Union College.
The orchestra plays concerts for churches, schools, and civic organizations. Their
concert repertoire is taken from a variety of great classical and sacred music
composed in the Baroque period up to the present time. A number of talented young
performers that are members of the orchestra are featured in the concerts as
soloists. The orchestra performs throughout New England, and has had concert tours
to California, Jamaica, and Iceland. They are planning a tour to Maine and Canada in
June of 2010.
